Very good:

Student could write 120 words and the arguments are
solid.

Most of the sentences are grammatically correct.
Student makes occasional spelling mistakes.

Student uses appropriate and varied vocabulary with
occasional errors.

Student uses pictures of Bangabandhu and Tungipara.

Good:

Student could write at least 80 words and the
arguments are acceptable.

There are recurrent grammatical mistakes.
Student makes frequent spelling mistakes.
Student uses limited and repeated vocabulary.
Student uses one picture of Bangabandhu and one
picture of Tungipara.

Needs improvement:

Student could write at least 50 words to establish their
argument.
